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Classroom Rules and Expectations (Nelson)

Class Readiness
1. Each day the following items should be brought to class:

· Assignment notebook

· Blue or black pen 
· Grading pen (colored)
· Covered textbook

· Language arts folder/notebook

· Loose leaf paper
2.  Be on time! Three tardies will result in an after-school detention.  When the tardy bell rings, students should be seated and working on D.O.L and D.A. 
· Students without proper materials will be sent to their locker without a pass and assigned a tardy.

· Class participation points may also be deducted.
3.  Extra supplies and clothes are to be stored in your locker.

4.  No Walkmans or other toys/electronics are permitted. 

· This rule includes:

· Calculator games 

· Finger boards

· Rubber toy-erasers

· Stuffed animals, etc.
( If you have any of these items in your possession, they will be confiscated until further notice or until your parents retrieve them.  If you are caught abusing this rule a second time, your item will be confiscated until in the conclusion of the school year.
Behavior Expectations
5.  All rules in the Student Handbook will be strictly   enforced.
6.  Always be prepared to accept responsibility and the consequences for your behavior.
7.  Use appropriate language at all times.  

· Students caught using inappropriate language, BULLYING, name-calling, or being generally disrespectful to other students or I will receive disciplinary action (STEP).
8.  Observe proper classroom posture and behavior.

· No tapping, fidgeting, crawling on the floor, or general horseplay is allowed in class.  

· No sleeping or heads down in class.

9.  Any misbehavior reported by a substitute teacher will result in disciplinary action (STEP).
10.  Please respect my desk and its contents.  You may not touch teacher materials without direct permission.

Class work and Homework Expectations

11.  Weekly vocabulary and Daily Analogies are due on Thursday at the beginning of class.  
· Both (Vocabulary & D.A.) are in class assignments and will not be accepted late.  Failure to produce these assignments when due will result in zero credit.

12.  Each day students are expected to record assignments in their assignment notebook. 
13.  Homework is due when the teacher is ready to collect it.  
· If your homework is not ready at the moment of collection it is late.

·  Late assignments are only worth 75% of the original grade. 
· Assignments which are incomplete after the 24-hour late period will result in a B.E.A.R.S referral.  

14.  Homework without a name and proper heading will not be accepted for full credit.
· Unless noted by teacher, homework in pencil will not be accepted for full credit.

· All textbook exercises should handwritten.  Grammar assignments completed on a computer will not be accepted.   
15.  Only 1 extra copy of a handout will be given per quarter.   
· Once students have been provided with 1 extra copy, the next lost handout/assignment will result in an automatic B.E.A.R.S. referral.
16.  All 6th grade group work expectations will be enforced.

COMPUTER USAGE AND GUIDELINES:

17.  Listen to all instructions before using computers.  Follow instructions on the computer desks for logging on, saving work, etc.
18.  You are only allowed to use programs or websites that have been approved and provided for you.  If you are caught abusing computer/internet privileges, you will receive an automatic letter-grade deduction, with the possibility of further disciplinary action.

19.   Printing is only permitted after you receive teacher permission.  When printing, you are only allowed to print ONE copy.  If you print multiple copies, two-points per page will be deducted from that assignment.

LIBRARY PROCEDURES:

20.  When working in the library, you are to remain on task and quiet.  Library time is not social hour!  Students that are found wasting assigned library time will lose appropriate project/paper points per infraction.
