Farmer – visited Tate Woods School to kick off American 

Education Week on November 15th. Her book features the 

heroine Winnie who wants to enter her earthworms into a 

competition at the county fair. Her presentation included 

demonstrations about worm parts, worm foods, and stations 

where students were able to observe worm behavior. Second 

graders made a connection to their science unit entitled Rocks 

to Soil. Carol’s book also includes directions for making worm farms. The students were 

reminded that November 15th – the date of the presentation – is also America Recycles 

Day.  

    On Tuesday November 16th, of American Education Week, Carol worked with second 

graders in creating stories in the classrooms. She explained her creative writing process; 

focusing upon interesting beginnings and conclusions.
