	Daily Notes:  In order to be successful in this course, you must maintain neat and organized notes.

Notes will serve as an invaluable resource for homework, assisting other students, and individual study 

purposes.

Homework Procedure:  Homework will be assigned on a daily basis.  All homework assignments are to list the section number, page number along with the problem numbers below your name.

Assignments must be completed by the beginning of the period on the following class day.  

Daily assignments will be collected, graded in class, or gone over in class.  Emphasis will be placed on how your assignments are done.  Students will be required to show all work or explanations of how they derived their answer.                                               Sample of labeling:

Assignments that are taken for a grade will be graded for effort using 0 – 3 points per assignment.

Students are strongly encouraged to redo an assignment that they had difficulty with or that they were unable to complete.  When turned in the following day, along with the original work, they will receive up to two additional points on their assignment.  

Quizzes:  Expect quizzes throughout the year, sometimes unannounced.  Unannounced quizzes will usually be in the form of an organizational homework quiz using your binder!

Exams:  Exams will be comprehensive over the entire chapter.  Bring your own pencil and calculator.
