SKETCHBOOKS ARE DUE EVERY WEEK ON THE LAST DAY OF THE WEEK

As an artist in Exploratory Art you need to complete at least one finished sketch per week in your sketchbook. The purpose of a sketchbook is to encourage you to look harder at things, use your imagination, and explore ideas and techniques that interest, challenge, and stimulate you. Use your sketchbook as a place to let out your ideas and thoughts through your art. In addition to the weekly sketchbook assignment, you are encouraged to fill the space with your own work and drawings of your choice. Sketchbooks will be due every week on the last day of the week (subject to change). You may occasionally use blank paper instead if you forget your sketchbook.  Each sketchbook assignment should take between 20 and 60 minutes and must be done on your own time. The assignments are worth 12 points each. You will receive all points possible for drawings that meet the following expectations:

Your drawing must:
· fill the entire sketchbook page
· show full color and/or shading (art material(s)/media of your choice)
· show great attention to detail and is creative
· not be traced (another picture, your hand, etc.)
· be free of careless mistakes (finger prints, smudges, rips, food stains, etc.)
· be chosen off the following list (in no particular order)

21. Practice drawing anything from observation- the most common things are good practice

24. Choose a portion of a magazine or newspaper picture. Glue that picture on a page in your sketchbook. Create a drawing that incorporates that picture into a story. You may use more than one magazine or newspaper image BUT the artwork should be made mainly from your added drawings. This artwork should span 1-2 pages. You may use color or shading. OR you could use a color scheme (monochromatic, warm/cool, etc.) 
25. Choose an enclosed space- a kitchen cabinet, a television, an oven, a refrigerator, in a drawer or closet. What human qualities do the objects in the enclosed space assume when no one is watching? Do the mustard bottles dance? Do the socks play cards? This can be one page with details…be sure and show the interior of the space as well as the objects. 
26. Show the gradual transformation of a tool into another object- example: scissors or hammer into a shark- DON”T USE THIS EXAMPLE- come up with your own.
27. Identify an object that relates to your identity. Create an artwork that uses the image of that object (or the actual object) as the SINGLE FOCUS of the artwork. 
28. Answer all of these questions with an image: 
a. At age three I was ________ 
b. At age nineI was _______ 
c. Now I am ________ 
d. At age 30 I will be ______ 
e. At age 75 I will be ______ 
Arrange these images in a composition that communicates your identity. Open media.
29. Illustrate a dream you have had using only 4 symbols (single images that communicate ideas). This may take one or two pages. You may use color or black and white to complete the image.  Consider what you know about composition, emphasis, etc. as you build the images. 
30. What would happen if a 8-foot tall insect or animal shows up in your yard? 
31. If fruit ruled the earth instead of humans…
32. Practice drawing from your imagination by drawing from the following list: 
a. What would you see if you shrunk to the ground? 
b. What if your hair became its own person? 
c. What if you suddenly became very, very tall? 
33. Practice observational drawing skills by drawing from the following list: 
a. Shoes 
b. Corner of a room in your house 
c. Create an arrangement of objects, use a lamp or other light to make dramatic shadows, 
d. Your pet 
e. Creative views of your car, bicycle, skateboard, etc. 
34. An imaginary town or city (ex.: different time period, environment, unrealistic, etc.)
35. Your choice- Create a one or two page drawing that demonstrates several of your strongest art skills. This is your chance to create your own assignment.
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
