
Works Cited using MLA Format 

Basic Rules 

1. Begin Works Cited Page on a separate page at the end of your research paper.  It should 
have the same one inch margins and last name, page header as the rest of your paper.   

2. Label the page Works Cited (do not underline the words Works Cited or put them in quota-
tion marks) and center the words Works Cited at the top of the page. 

3. Double space all citations, but do not skip spaces between entries.  Do not number entries. 

4. Begin each new entry at the margin, indenting subsequent lines of that entry by 5 spaces. 

5. If citing from an online database, provide author, article title, periodical title, publication 
date, and page number.  Then follow with the name of the database, the name of the library 
through which you accessed the content, including the library’s city and state, date of ac-
cess, plus URL to the database’s homepage. 

6. Use italics or underlining for titles of larger works (books, magazines) and quotation marks 
for titles of shorter works (poems, articles).
